The fence was designed to allow a modeler to pull his
model down the sidewalk and around the fence, without carrying the model. When you set up chairs, to visit under the pavilion,
please don’t block the entrance to the sidewalk that leads to the staging area, this will allow modelers to access the sidewalk when
moving airplanes and equipment to the flight line.
